The tombs found in Alajahouk,
which date to Early Bronze Age;
B.C. 2100-2300 belong to Hattian
kings and queens and they consist
of chamber tombs for one person.
The body is placed in these tombs
in a hocker position (knees up to
the belly). This position resembles
the position that a fetus takes inside
the womb. The dead are presented
many gifis in their tombs, mainly
made of gold, silver, electron,
copper and bronze, and rarely
made of amber, agate, clay and of

.

iron. A significant amount of these
giffts resemble religious objects that
describe the afterlife, and they are
impossible to find anywhere else
in Anatolia or in the rest of the
world. The artifacts found in the
tombs do not only signify richness
of this world but also the creativity
of the unique Anatolian / Hattian
culture which is shaped by
ritualistic sacrifice. Commony
found artifacts include bronze cast
bull, reindeer and lion figures,
Standard headcaps and sistrums.
The fact that the sun disks are
framed with bull s horns show that
they serve a cult-related purpose.

Animals such as the bull and the
reindeer, found in the midst of the
sun disk resemble God, and the
surrounding area resembles the
universe, whereas in some disks
this area resembles the Sun. The
wreath shaped symbaols signifv the
sky, and each animal in the middle
stands for a God. The bulls repre-
sent the greatest God (God of the
Sky) and the little sphere rocking
pieces found in some sun disks
represent the stars, and these disks
would be used to make sounds afier
a rod was connected to their bottom.

These symbols were normally found
al the end of a stick that was carried
in front of the pageantry during
religious ceremonies.

Those who attended the
burial would be presented with a
Suneral mch for which bulls would
be sacrificed, and the bones from
the head and the feet of the animal
would be leff on the tomb to finalize
the funeral.
